Block #2 — February — Stacked NinePatch

Unfinished size: 12v%,"

Lights ... white or light cream ... use two different lights
Cut4 215" x 8%2" rectangles ... less light
Cut4 215" x 4v2" rectangles ... lightest

Mediums/bright and cheerful
Cut4 2Y5" squares ... use in inner squares

Darks/bright and cheerful
Cut4 2Y5" squares . Use in outer squares
Cutl 4%5" square ... center
